This morning, depart for Dogwood Canyon Nature Park. Step aboard an 
open-air tram and explore the beauty of Dogwood Canyon on our guided 
Wildlife Tour. You will wind through the canyon floor, past towering bluffs 
and waterfalls, crossing creek beds by way of beautiful-crafted stone 
bridges, and splashing through spring-fed waters. The tour continues into 
Arkansas where herds of bison, elk, whitetail deer and longhorn cattle roam 
the upper reaches of the Canyon.
