I'Orangerie.

Ludwigshafen offers four excifing excursions. Explore Heidelberg, a well-
preserved medieval city along Germany'’s Castle Road, featuring the iconic
Heidelberg Castle and the 18th-century Great Vat. For an active experience,
hike the Philosopher's Path for panoramic views. Alternatively, visit Speyer with
its Romanesque cathedral, or cycle to Ladenburg’s medieval center. In the
evening, cruise to Ridesheim to marvel at Siegfried's Mechanical Instrument
Cabinet or savour Ridesheimer coffee, a delightful blend of brandy, coffee,
and whipped cream.

I FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 27 B,L D
Join a wine tasting to discover the flavours of the fown’s iconic vineyards

and drink up the stunning views by soaring high above the vineyards with a
gondola ride to the Niederwalddenkmal. For a more active adventure, hike
through the town'’s beautiful vineyards or join a guided bike tour along the
scenic Rhine River. Later in the day, cruise through the captivating UNESCO-
designated Rhine Gorge, the most stunningly beautiful stretch of the river
before reaching Lahnstein, where you will enjoy a unique evening visit af
Lahneck Castle.

I SATURDAY, SEPTEMBER 28 B,L D
Cruise to Cologne and explore the Old Town on a guided tour, visiting
landmarks like Cologne Rathaus, Fishmarki, and Great St. Martin Church. End
with a tasfe of Kslsch beer at a local tavern. Alfematively, take a guided tour
highlighting Cologne’s historic and modern architecture, including a visit to the
Cologne Cathedral, a 13th-century Gothic marvel. For active guests, join a
guided bike ride along the Rhine and through the historic Stadtgarten.
