Don't miss the Minoan
Palace of Knosos Knossos, immortalized in Greek Mythology by the legend of
the Minotaur.

B Mykonos, Greece Mykonos is a classic Greek Island with white-
washed houses, blue-domed churches and windmills. Add a reputation for
beautiful beaches and you'll understand why Mykonos is the most popular
island in the Cyclades. Explore the island in a 4 x 4 or take a ferry to the finy
island of Delos.
