B WEDNESDAY, MAY 6
Overnight flight, from Toronto to Palermo

W THURSDAY, MAY 7 D

Start your tour of Southern ltaly & Sicily in Palermo, the capital
of Sicily. Discover the city’s vibrant culture as you take in its
gritty, unshakable spirit and captivating energy. Tonight, join
your fellow travellers for a welcome dinner featuring authentic
Sicilian cuisine.
