
It has been a busy month here back in the branches! All CAA Niagara branches are open to the public with 
limitations on capacity in accordance with the Provincial reopening plan. It is wonderful to hear the phones 
ringing and the office buzzing with excitement as individuals start to rebook their celebration trips, reunion 
get togethers and just because tickets! 

The Journeys team has updated our Safe Travel Commitment for our group tours.  As of August 1, 2021, 
for the health and safety of all our passengers and tour directors, we have added a vaccination policy. This 
decision is in line with the requirements of most provinces and international destinations we visit. This is an 
ever-changing policy depending on updates to government policies. At this time for all 2021 tours, passengers 
are required to be fully vaccinated, receiving two doses of a Canadian approved vaccine at least 14 days 

prior to departure and when requested, provide documentation. *Exceptions may apply to children who do not qualify for vaccination, 
depending on destination regulations. The CAA Tour Director will require to see their vaccination confirmation on the day of departure of 
the tour, before boarding the coach. Our Safe Travel Commitment also includes reduced coach capacity, face coverings at all time on the 
coach and completion of a personal well-being waiver prior to departure. Please reach out to the Journeys team if you have any questions. 

August was also an exciting month with the re-start of our Day Tour operations! We are advertising day tours into the fall months under our 
new Safe Travel standards. As the surrounding environment improves, we will continue to add new day tours into the Winter and next year. 
We are very excited to start seeing you again and to get back on the road!
